HEAD START is now ENROLLING!!
Illinois Valley Head Start services are available at no cost to children. Head Start services 
children ages 3 to 5 and their families. Early Head Start services families that have children 
ages birth to 3 as well as expectant mothers. We offer center
home-based Early Head Start services.  
 
Center-based services are located in a Head Start center. Head Start children attend five days 
per week for at least 5.5 hours each day. We have Head Start centers located in Benld, Car-
linville and Brighton in Macoupin County.  
             
Home-based services are delivered in a family's own home. These visits are done weekly for 
90-minutes.  Two group socialization activities are also held each month. We offer home
base services in Macoupin County.  
 
Eligible participants include children whose families meet the federal low
— that is, whose incomes are at or below the federal poverty guidelines or who receive pub-
lic assistance (TANF, SSI, SNAP). Other eligible participants include children who are in the 
foster care system or experiencing homelessness. We also accept a limited number of chil-
dren who do not meet any of those eligibility criteria.
